Apple Hill Farms 11

Apple Hill Farms 11 is a 60-acre development located on the north side of
Appleton. Phase Il of this development consists of 44 lots. The majority of
these lots contain terrain that excites any planner in the Fox Valley. Lots are
priced high end because of the existing and future visual amenities.

Outlot 7 of Apple Hill Farms Il contains High Pond. Construction of High Pond
has been completed with the exception of the final wetland plantings and prairie
grasses, which will occur next year. Lots backing up to High Pond will enjoy the
view for many years. Apple Hill Farms Il contains two other stormwater ponds
that will be completed yet this fall.

Another amenity within Apple Hill Farms 11 is the design and construction of
Incline Way. The elevation difference between the north side and south side of
Incline Way ranges almost 30’ in some areas. This elevation difference created
the opportunity for a “split-elevation” road. There are two retaining walls
between the north side and the south side of Incline Way. The decorative walls
will create quite a visual as one drives through.

Completion of this phase will occur in the next month. Building permits are
available now. A portion of Phase 1l is also under construction with hopes of
completing prior to winter.
